
We are seeking participants between the ages of 10 – 30 for a research study looking at the link 

between early brain injury and visual perceptual abilities.

The study uses a mixture of interview questions, computer-based tests, and magnetic resonance 

imaging (MRI) to determine the relationship between brain structure and visual processing 

abilities. 

Participation in all phases of the study is not mandatory, and total compensation is dependent 

upon degree of participation.

Eligibility criteria:

1) Evidence of an early developmental brain injury, stroke, trauma, genetic disorder, or preterm 

birth (i.e. prior to 37 weeks gestation)

2) Visual acuity better than 20/100

We are also seeking volunteers with no history of brain injury or visual impairment to serve as 

controls.
